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The Asia-Pacific Seminar on Geological Conservation and Sustainable 
Development 2008 was held in Convention and Exhibition Centre in Wanchai on 
August 13, 2008 with the participation of more than 200 engineers, architects, 
landscape architects, planners and other professionals.  
 
The Secretary for Environment, Mr. Edward Yau JP officiated the opening of the 
seminar and had delivered an inspiring speech on the geological conservation of 
Hong Kong. Four international geological conservation experts were invited. They 
include Dr. Patrick McKeever of the Geological Survey of Northern Ireland, Dr. 
Werner Janoschek of the UN International Year of Planer Earth, Prof. Anze Chen 
of the China Academy of Geological Sciences and Prof. Kuiyuan Tao of the 
Nanjing Institute of Geology and Mineral Resources. They were joined by six 
other local experts of engineering and academic backgrounds. The speakers 
presented a total of 10 papers.  
 
The presentations were then followed by a discussion forum with the involvement 
of invited discussion panel members and the seminar participants.  The seminar 
was extremely successful in bringing forth the geoconservation issues and 
aroused the extensive interests of different professionals.
